9.1 Budget Approval 

Senator Merkel has question about OHSU Monkey Lab, Waite replied that this was merely a trip to the OHSU monkey lab

-69.33 % went to Block Grants including Sports Club Council

-Senator Reddy- can people fund a new club at any time? 

-VP Waite: Yes they may once they are approved or even pending approval in come cases

-Senator Reichert: Conscious Overdose seems to embody what Finance Board looks for in an events, being open to the campus, educational, etc, so why didn’t they get full funding?

Senator Rasmussen can cpeak on it that we just don’t have the funds to do it all for the large evetns and there is a precedent of them fundraising as well

-Noah Zaves here to speak about the JSU and how they have only gotten about half the funding requested and how he is concerned about that since they have several large events coming up. They are very multiculatural, educational, used all the money they got last semester, about twenty well attended events a semester, 

-Senator Rasmussen: Precedent to fund cultural events for foof but only if the food is intrinsic to the nature of the event, if it can’t happen without food then we usually fund, JSU said that it was easier to talk if there is food but that isn’t a legitimate reason to fund it, want different ways of spreading culture than food, block grant because they weren’t sure what events would be food

Senator Helvie: How does JSU’s allocation brekdown compared to the rest of multicultural or religou group alloctions?

56% for JSU multi 81.89%

Senator Riehm: How much did JSU request for entire year? 

VP Waite $3600 requested and they spent approximately $600 

Zaves: we spent it all

Senator Riehm: What events did you do last semester and what are you doing this year?

Zaves: Shabbat Kiddish needs funding for food, every week, Passover Seder that food is intrinsic to, 14 out of 18 steps revolve around food

Senator Clough: We have precedents and the reality of limited funds, AZN got more because they were making food not just making it, 

ZAves: WE also including people in the making of the food, it’s a fairly new thing this year

Senator Clough: What amount of money is deemed sufficient for you to do everything?

Zaves: We basically didn’t exaggerate and we pretty much need all of it. Definitely need the full amount for the Passover Seder

Senator Adams: Spring is full in liturgical calendar of Judaism, but because there are budget constraints, comfortable with funding seder fully, but other events are less publicized and some element of funding yet maybe choose top two things to fund, are other events really accessible to the rest fo campus

ZAves: valid for bagel schmooze, weekly kiddishes are more visible and on the calendar, 

Adams: Needing to do some fundraising potentially such as culture shock or an admissions fee the Seder

ZAves: considered it but decided it was prohibitively lowering the attendance at the event

-VP Helvie and Senator Adams personal privilege
Senator Taylor: Small fee for outsiders who don’t have meal plans, give a couple hundred more to cover Passover seder and kiddish

Senator Echeverri: preceent to not allocate to any club unless its intrinsic food is reason why event’s taking place, which events truly have food as an intrinsic value?

-Zaves: Seder, 

-Senator Echeverri: We appreciate the detail but what events do you have to have food at?

VP Rice: Intrinsic or not, yes or no every event

Zaves: Kiddush yes, schmooze no, Shabbat celebration 

-Reddy point of order- is there a time constraint to this particular event

VP Rice: not that I know of since no one else is here

ZAves: puri yes, tikhun no, seder yes, lag b’omer no

-Helvie: Move for $147 extra for funding both fully Seder and Kiddush

-Merkel :please be more to the point, even though you says its publicized there is no request for publicity, we know its on the calendar but not that many people check the calendar 

-ZAves: happy to divert money from event to publicize, you can even require it

-Senator Reddy move to approve budget as is

-Senator Reichert: would like to see the bagel schmooze, like to allocate $600 more dollars, percentage lower than other multicultural clubs makes a motion mandatory advertisements within block grants

-Senator Taylor seconds Reichert’s motion
