7.1 VP Morton. Met with Sarah and Lorenzo from TIUA for Building Bridges. Writing a letter with Yoshida to incoming TIUAs to encourage joining. Interviewing 4 people to hire director. Interviewing 4-5 people for honors and rewards committee. Looking for discussion forum for possible exec next year. Advertising ideas for senate?

7.2 VP Rathe. New budget due Nov. 30, will be approved before next semester.
7.3 VP Jones. Good dinner with Pelton. Shuttle going well, 10 tickets sold already. Reddy: why no shuttle for Thanksgiving? Jones: many students not able to go home during Thanksgiving break, surveys show many students wouldn’t be served, so not effective use of student body fees. Bobirnac: how much does it cost? Jones: round trip is $250 for 22 students. Gilbert: how much for a ticket? Jones: $10 one way, only service to airport, not from. Service from airport would be inefficient.  
7.4 P Rice. Worked on screens, hopefully will be figured out next week. Replacement for interview of new dean will be Chelsea McLennan, can’t make it because of GRE. ShareCat rejuvenation attempt, lots of extra desks. ASWU website still not linked, though requested a month ago, will hopefully be done by next Thursday. Reddy: why no access to student body listserv? Rice: not sure. 

8.0 COSO
8.1 COSO – New Clubs: German Club, Willamette University Spanish Club, Students Against Slavery, Taiko Club, Broadway Dancers
8.1.1 German club. Have people in club already, dept excited. Doing traditional festivals, group outings and informational gatherings. 

8.1.2 Spanish club. Samantha Strong & Erin. Integrates culture and lingual aspects of Spanish, and near cultures. Already had movie night, have salsa lessons and dance planned. Gilbert: already have Spanish club, Alianza? Samantha: that promotes understanding of Latino community, whereas this aims to entice people to learn Spanish culture and language. Give Spanish speaking students an opportunity to practice. Bobirnac: Spanish culture bigger than Latino culture, what is key difference between clubs? Samantha: Alianza networking and ethnic relations, Spanish club would have language focus. 

8.1.3 Students Against Slavery. 3 purposes; raise awareness, funds, and inspire action. 27 million people enslaved today. Currently working with Transitions Global, a human trafficking prevention org in Portland. Reddy: what sort of events planned? Like tunnel of oppression? A: film screenings, speakers, & fundraising events.
8.1.4 Taiko. Hatsumi, TIUA student. Taiko are Japanese drums. Currently practicing for this Saturday, also played at football game. Would like to open up to WU students, to increase bond. 

8.1.5 Broadway dancers. For people who want to do dance other than hip hop. Lyrical, jazz, ballroom, choreography, hip hop. Would use mainly Broadway songs. Goals are to cover more games and get more students involved. Masla: performances other than at games? A: yes. Masla: any contact with dance team? A: yes. Bobirnac: where would dances be hosted other than Goudy/game? A: anywhere with space/time.
8.1.6 All clubs were approved by COSO. Reddy motions to approve, Clardy seconds, approved.
9.0 Budget Review

9.1 Williams: open discussion, Koll seconds, approved. VP Rathe: no funds for recruitment? Exec leaning towards being ok, every club targets specific demographic, so having hard time not funding. Koll: IFC PHC get funding? Jones: yes. Recruitments more than just posters. Rathe: mailers and pamphlets. Helvie motions to reinstate rule of order, Jackson seconds, approved.
Masla: issue shouldn’t be viewed as Greek vs. non-Greek, orgs should be treated like any other clubs, so ad budget should be compared to other clubs. Reddy: agrees, thinks we should chuck affiliations in senate, representing student body. Believes a roll call vote should be done. Bernstein proxy: Greek fees paid? Rathe: goes to PHC for lodging, food, & events. Delph proxy: fees to national orgs, so already have money for recruitment. Rathe: 300 90cent pamphlets for freshman totaling $270, 100 40cent pamphlets/leaflets for upper classmen. Faukory: how paid for previously? Rathe: from fees, but didn’t do self-defense course last year, which took a lot of funds. Gilbert: how is money spent for ads for other clubs? Rathe: $25 per event for clubs for ads. Can get more if line item. Helvie: orgs should pay for some costs, but should get some ASWU funds, so split. Koll: agrees with Helvie, why do funds need to be given now instead of next semester? Rathe: people register for recruitment before winter break. Koll: proposes to fund 50%, in hopes they will find other 50% from orgs. Masla: do fraternities have different recruitment process than sororities? If so, should change money depending on difference. Jones: chapter based, each chapter hosts own recruitment. Rathe: sororities’ process is stricter. Bobirnac: Recruitment different than event. Williams: Greeks not only orgs that pay dues, other orgs still get funding on top of dues. Helvie: don’t think should penalize Greeks because they have dues, arguably two largest clubs. Masla: freshmen deserve opportunity to know about Greek system. Koll: Greek system produces many people that are beneficial to community, so should support. Reddy: seconds Koll proposal of 50% funding. Helvie: motions to end discussion, vote & thirds Koll’s 50% proposal (from $0 to $157.50). Reddy: seconds vote. Gilbert: need full attendance to vote? Jones: need 100% on constitution, only need 13 people, quorum other votes. Reddy: division. Greater than 50% approval, majority rules, passes. Reddy moves to pass budget, Koll seconds, passed with two abstentions.
