7.01 Approval of Honors and Awards Committee

ASP Representation on Honor Council

7.02.1 The ASP students do not sign the Willamette Ethic, and also have their own honor code process. VP Gilbert: had a lengthly conversation with Bateman and Sarah Shinn, and they both are suggesting that the Honor Code should not apply to the ASP students and that there should not be an ASP representative. Atsushi: Some students are allowed to take Willamette classes, what do we think about that? VP Gilbert: If there happened to be an instance of cheating they would still go through the Willamette process. Underdahl: what if we had a representative who was only active if we did have a situation like this? Gilbert: They have a process at TIUA, struggles with issue being directed to them versus at Willamette. Pate: Unless there is an extreme amount of interest from ASP students wanting to be on this board I think that it makes sense to not have a representative. Briggs: It makes sense to just kick all plagiarism situations back to ASP and TIU, Willamette shouldn’t deal with it. Atsushi: TIU would prefer it to go to them and not be dealt with by willamette. Smythe moves to close questioning and move to discussion, there is a second, approved. Smythe moves to pass a bill to amend the bylaws to remove ASP as an area of study from the Honor Code, in issues where ASP students are accused, the case will go to TIU. This has been passed, the leadership committee will amend the bylaws. Underdahl: thinks that the future honor council should now be responsible for editing the bylaws. It should now be in there hands, and we should let them handle any further amendments. Calixtro: the major change made in the bylaws by ASWU was how much of an authority the honor council will now have over cases.

Vermilion: we would have to move the time, and we are not sure when would actually work, maybe just move up the time, and we would still need to talk to Goudy. Pate: Smythe and I talked about last year, having every student have an ASWU tab on WISE to utilize. Also we were thinking of inviting classes to come learn what we are all about. Guzman: Clubs do not have storage space on campus. I want to look into this and see if we can get a space on campus for this. Smythe: this is a really good idea, and an inventory system would be very valuable. Pate: Michael Seraphin has been working on the old YMCA, and it is huge, maybe this could be utilized. Underdahl: Would really like to work with Guzman on this. You should talk to finance board about it. VP Freeman: Brought this up a few weeks ago and it is a big issue, maybe we can set up a committee about this. Working on the database, but it will not be as useful without the storage space. Wants to work on getting lockers for clubs. This will be a problem for the future, and it is not something I have a ton of time for if you want to take this on. Smythe: Maybe for winter break having shuttles back from portland, if you and interested in helping.
