                       7.03 Fall Budget Approval
            7.03.1    Freeman: Working on getting everything set up. Has been learning a lot about the endowment, as well as the councils and the finance board. Endowment each year every student pays 152 dollars for student fees. a portion of that is put away into an endowment. the aswu fund has around 150,000 dollars which is a market value of 128,570. The collegiate readership program has around 36,000 dollars, web also has an endowment. The Restrictions for the funds is that there must be 50,000 in the account at all times. we can only spend a maximum of 10% every year. In the past it was used to create ASWU sound which has been a very good investment. Allocation requirements: attend a student org meeting, balanced budget in both accounts, and submit both an inventory sheet and a funding request form. There are funding precedents for things like decorations, advertising, vans etc. there are three active club councils- Sports, Outdoor, and OMA council. There will be two more allocation periods this semester. we have about 42,000 left for allocation this semester. Personal goals are to keep things balanced, increase knowledge on everything, develop an online database of inventory that has been purchased by aswu. designate a location for inventory storage, and be accessible to club leaders.
7.03.1.1    Budget Discussion: Saul: Changes were made to the Wula allocation, can we look at that? Underdahl: at the end of last year, Wula came to us and they had 2000 worth of charges over their budget because of some miscommunications, we decided to loan them that. this year they asked for 4000 dollars more than usual. and so we suggested that we deny funding for this extra money, and looked at reducing costs of wula, because of the issues they had last spring. we decided to give them some more so that they could book bands for the spring. Newcomb: what is the 480 dollars for social? they pay dues? maybe we can discuss funding for fraternities and sororities in general. Also, the songwriting club things seem really inconsistent. Briggs: usually greek life doesn’t ask for funding, and this year people we coming to us, dances are open to the entire student population, so we are trying to treat them like other organization. bourque: these students tend to do a lot for all campus and their dues are for national payments and not necessarily on campus. Freeman: sent out a revised budget. and explained rugby and wula allocations. originally their allocations were not seen by the board. there was a miscommunication from rugby club and the sports club council, they had all of their forms in and attended a meeting, so we decided to extend their allocations. Smyth: said they would fund shirts for she but won’t for college republicans. we are funding for an event, not for the shirts for SHE. Briggs moves to close discussion. approved. Briggs moves to approve the budget. approved.
