Harm Reduction Takeaways
From LSSDP’s Narcan Event

If you were unable to attend LSSDP’s “What do you know about
Narcan?” event, here are some important laws that Chris
McFarland, addiction and substance abuse counselor, spoke
about:

+ Oregon has a Good Samaritan Overdose law (ORS
475.898). Under this law, a person who contacts emergency
services or law enforcement to obtain medical assistance
for another person’s overdose, is immune from prosecution
or arrest for several offenses including unlawful possession
of controlled substances.

+ You can get a naloxone prescription under Oregon law, for
yourself (ORS 689.682), or as a third party (2017 OR H.B.
3440 - amended requirements for third party prescriptions
in several statutes; makes it easier to acquire).

Update

Updates on the bills discussed in
February and March’s editions of
the Re-Up:

SB I5X0: Requires police officers to
inform stopped persons of right to
refuse consent to search. Signed by the

governor on 3/24/22.

SB 1579: Implements Economic
Equity Investment Program that awards
grants to organizations that provide
culturally responsive services. Signed by
the governor on 3/24/22.

SB 1584: Creates procedure for
filing petition for compensation for
wrongful conviction. Signed by the

governor on 3/24/22.

HB 4016: Authorizes OLCC to
refuse to issue initial marijuana
production, processing, wholesale and
retail licenses for amount of time
commission determines necessary.

Awaiting governor’s signature.

HB4147: Allows persons convicted

of felony to register to vote, update
voter registration, and vote in elections

while incarcerated. Died in the House.

HJ R 205: Amends Oregon
Constitution to allow for a state bank.
Died in the House.
