For me it was important to be intentional about using 

this project as a space and opportunity to reimagine 

Latinidades in ways that are queer, Indigenous, and 

anti-colonial. My project is guided by Gloria Anzaldua 

and what she writes in Speaking In Tongues: A Letter to 

3rd World Women Writers: 

"I write to record what others erase when I speak, to 

rewrite the stories others have miswritten about me, 

about you. To become more intimate with myself and you. 

To discover myself, to preserve myself, to .make myself, 

to achieve self-autonomy. To dispel the myths that I am a 

mad prophet or a poor suffering soul. To convince myself 

that I am worthy and that what I have to say is not a 

pile of shit. To show that I can and that I will write, 
never mind their admonitions to the contrary. And I will 

write about the unmentionables, never mind the outraged 

gasp of the censor and the audience. Finally I write 

because I'm scared of writing but I'm more scared of not 

writing" (P.169 ) 

What stands out to me most about this passage is what 

Anzaldua has to say about the relationship between 

writing and memory, and more importantly how that 

relationship ties in with agency and remembrance. With 

that in mind, I s et out on this Zine project to write 

into exi s tence those memories from my life that have • 

haunted and guided me.
